Melburnians urged to have ‘all eyes on Daniel’ this weekend

The family of Daniel O’Keeffe is appealing to Melburnians to help in the search for the missing man, after a possible sighting at the Queen Victoria Market last weekend.

The ‘All eyes on Daniel’ campaign will run from Friday 26 to Monday 29 August. 

“We’re encouraging people to print Daniel’s poster and display it in as many different places as possible, including at their workplace, on their car window, at tram and bus stops or at sporting events,” said his father, Desmond O’Keeffe. 
“We hope that this weekend, with so many people helping to get his picture out there all at once, the right person might just see it.”

The 24-year-old disappeared from his parents’ Geelong home on Friday 15 July 2011. He did not take his wallet, identification or medication, and has not accessed his bank accounts. 

The family is urging Victoria Police to review the CCTV footage from the Queen Victoria Market last weekend to confirm the sighting. 

Daniel is described as a gentle and caring young man, whose disappearance is out of character. He is 180cm tall (or 6 foot) and has brown hair and hazel eyes. He may also now have a beard.

The family is offering a reward to help find their son. 

Police have urged anyone who sees Daniel to contact 000 immediately, and advise that it is an emergency.

Alternatively, people who think they may have sighted Daniel should call 1300 4 PI NOW (1300 474 669) for urgent assistance.
